Day 1: Cairo - Alamein - Siwa

While
relatively young compared to other ancient sites, the remains of Shali provide fascinating insightsinto the
history and culture of thisisolated desert settlement.

Y our journey then takes you to the famed Temple of Alexander the Great, also known as the Temple of the
Oracle, located in the ancient village of Aghurmi. Built during the 26th dynasty, this temple holds great
historical significance, asit was believed to be the site where Alexander the Great consulted the oracles
before his campaigns.

Next, you'll visit the Temple of Amun Raat Um Ubeyda, a sacred site dedicated to the god Amun and his
divinetriad. Afterward, delve into Siwa s rich culture and history with avisit to the Siwa House Museum,
which offers a detailed look into the life and customs of the local Bedouin people.

For lunch, enjoy a delightful meal at Abdo’s Restaurant, located in the oasis square, with stunning views of
the Shali Fortress.

In the afternoon, you'll visit Cleopatra’ s Spring (Ein Guba), a natural spring with crystal-clear water perfect
for arefreshing swim. As the day winds down, you'll be treated to a spectacular sunset at Fitnas Island, where
you can relax and watch the sun dip below the horizon, painting the desert in golden hues.

Afterward, relax and unwind at Bir Wahid, a renowned hot spring with soothing 40°C water, perfect for
easing sore muscles after a day of exploration.

Later, return to Siwato visit Dakrour Mountain, a site of great cultural importance to the Siwan community.
