Itinerario

Day 1 : Arrival to Egypt

Y our Egypt tour will begin at Cairo International Airport, where arepresentative will greet you and help you.
He will be holding a sign with your name on it. He will drive you to your hotel in aluxurious, air-conditioned
vehicle, helping you with a quick check-in. He will also go over your Egypt Travel Packagesitinerary with
you to organize and confirm pick-up times for each day tour, so you can fully enjoy your trip. Upon arrival,
you'll receive awelcome beverage.

Overnight in Cairo.

Day 2: Pyramids Tour complimentary

Enjoy the pleasant breakfast buffet provided by your Cairo hotel before meeting your English-speaking tour
guide to begin your Cairo day toursto the Giza Plateau.

First of all, you will see the pyramids, which were designed to |ast forever, and they have. The massive
tombs, which date back to the Old Kingdom of Egypt, were built about 4,500 years ago. Y ou will aso seethe
Great Sphinx, a massive statue that has alion's body and a pharaoh's head and stands for strength and
intelligence.

In addition to a free 15-minute camel ride, our visit to the plateau includes a panoramic tour of the Giza
pyramids as a whole and the opportunity to capture specia photos. It might also involve making a second trip
to the solar boat that stands behind Cheops.

Then we will go to Sakkara and see the oldest pyramid in human history, which was built by King Djoser
more than 4600 years ago. Next, we'll travel to Sakkarato see the Stepped Pyramid Complex. One of
Memphis most significant cemeteries, Saggara, was one of the most significant cities in ancient Egyptian
history.

The tour includes admission to the Teti pyramid, which has the most impressive interior of any accessible
pyramid, and the nobles tombs at Sakkara, where visitors can get aglimpse of daily life in ancient Egypt
with all of its activities inscribed and painted on the walls and corridors.

Now we will move to Memphis: The Memphis Open-Air Museum contains alarge, well-known statue of
King Ramses || and an alabaster sphinx. Giza, the first capital in Egyptian history for athousand years, is
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now known as Giza. We'll take you back to your hotel so you can spend the night in Cairo.

Meals: Breakfast.

Day 3: Cairo Tour

On the following day of your Cairo Day Tours, after breakfast at your hotel, you will be driven by your
knowledgeable tour guide from Cairo Top Tours to the Egyptian Museum. The French Egyptologist Auguste
Mariette founded the Cairo Museum of Egyptian Antiquities, which housed the most priceless collection of
its kind into the twenty-first century.

We will then proceed to Sultan Saladin's Citadel of Saladin. The Citadel of Sultan Salah al-Din al-Ayyubi, a
prominent defensive fortress from the Middle Ages, standstall atop the Mugattam Hills, offering stunning
views of Cairo and a strong defensive position.

Y ou will be accompanied to Coptic Cairo by our Egyptologist guide. Coptic Cairo, a haven of calm and
peace that reveals layers of history, isthe center of Egypt's native Christian community. On this site,
archaeol ogists have discovered remnants of a small Nileside settlement dating back to the sixth century BC.
Here, in the second century AD, the Romans built afort known as Babylon-in-Egypt.

Continue driving to the Islamic district of Cairo, to watch Khan El Khalili, the oldest bazaar in the middie
east built over athousand years ago.

We will transfer you back to your hotel and overnight in Cairo.

Meals: Breakfast.

Day 4: Transfer to Sharm El Sheikh

After breakfast, our tour guide will pick you up from your Cairo hotel and take you to the airport so that you
can continue your Egypt tours. Meet your Cairo Top Tours tour guide at Sharm El Sheikh's airport when you
arrive, and he will drive you to the hotel so you can check in.

Enjoy afree day in the city, overnight at your hotel.

Day 5: Quad Bike trip

Y our tour guide will pick you up from your hotel at 2:00 pm and drive you the nearly 15-minute distance to
the Quad Bike Centre. Begin the quad bike adventure after abrief safety and driving lesson. In the Sinai
desert, travel through the sand while taking in the breathtaking sights. At Wadi Al-Aat's highest point, where
you can rest and sip on some traditional Bedouin herbal tea, you'll come to a stop after about an hour. With a
transfer to your hotel, you will ride your bike back to Sharm. The evening is yoursto do as you please, then
stay the night.

Day 6: Full day Snorkeling trip to Ras Mohamed National
Park by boat

Our tour guide will pick you up from your hotel after breakfast, take you to the sea dock, and help you board
the boat. Welll set sail for Ras Mohamed National Park. On land, the park protects a small mangrove forest at
the end of the peninsula. Further inland, the landscapes include mountains, sand dunes, wadis, and coastal
mud plains. where you can explore the breathtaking underwater world that is home to over 130 different
kinds of coral reefs and over 1000 different species of fish. Y ou can enjoy swimming and snorkeling in the
Red Sea during the three stops the boat will make. The boat will transport you back to land at the end of the
day. You will be directed back to your hotel by our representative. (Roughly at 17).

Day 7 : Transfer back to Cairo

Y ou will be served your final breakfast during our seven-day Easter tour to Cairo and Sharm El Sheikh. You
will be driven to Sharm EI Sheikh Airport by a knowledgeable tour guide from Cairo Top Tours so that you
can catch your return flight.
